number of clubs applied for etc – we will hold a waiting list, should any successful children no longer 
want the place.  

4. Parents will be informed if they have been successful in gaining a place in a specific club by Tuesday 
19th May – this will be via a message in the RMP app 

5. Parents can then officially consent / pay to secure the place by Thursday 21st May. After this date, 
children on the waiting list will be contacted and offered any available places. You MUST consent, 
even if the club if free! 
 

I hope that this approach will ensure fairness for all parents and children in being able to come to a club, my 
aim is that every child in school is able to attend at least one club over the year. You will notice that some 
clubs are chargeable, this is to ensure we cover the costs of the staff leading them and any resources we need.
